- The USDA’s Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) announced that 

approximately $4 million in funding is available through the Environmental Quality 
Incentives Program (EQIP) for those impacted by California’s recent 
wildfires. Applications will be accepted through Friday, January 29th. Rapid response 
applications can be submitted through your local field office.  

o This funding will support projects that address erosion, invasive noxious weeds, 
and dead hazard trees that threaten life, property, and other infrastructure. 
Please click here for the 17 practices supported through this funding.  

o Interested applicants are being instructed to contact their local field office. 
 

- The DWR is hosting two upcoming webinars for preparing Urban Water Management Plans 
(UWMPs). The deadline for submitting UWMPs to DWR is Thursday, July 1st for urban 
water suppliers that either provide over 3,000 acre-feet of water annually or serve more 
than 3,000 urban connections.  

o The first webinar will be on Wednesday, January 27th, from 1 pm – 4 pm and will 
cover the different elements that are required for developing a water shortage 
contingency plan.
